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FROM YOUR PASTOR

In the first reading, we notice that
Elijah feels angry because the people of
Israel have broken the right relationship
with God by destroying the altars and
killing the prophets. This makes him feel
pain and anguish because they have rejected
the Lord. God tells him to go and stand on
Mount Sinai, and he does accordingly. He
discovers God’s presence in silence and
responds to Him.

In the second reading, the grief Paul
feels 1s not for those who have died but
rather for those who have rejected the
Messiah, who is from Israel’s own race and
the covenant with God, just as Israel
rejected their God on Mount Sinai. In the
Gospel reading, we find God’s revelation
through Jesus Christ, who calms the storm
of the sea through his Divine power. Seeing
this miraculous act, the faith of the disciples
has increased.

All the readings together paint a
picture of deep and inconsolable grief
coexisting with joy and celebration. The
many-layered texture of the Christian
experience has room for both pain and joy.
Pain and suffering also give us a new lesson
to learn how to live our life meaningfully.
Through different layers of life, we grow in
Christian maturity; we experience the divine
in faith and are transformed. Finally, our
personalities become more like Christ’s.
