Certificates of Eligibility:  May be issued only to 
registered parishioners who currently reside within our 
parish boundaries, who have been registered parishioners 
at least six months, are 16 yrs. and older, who have 
received all of their Sacraments of Initiation, and are 
actively practicing their faith in our parish. 
 
BAPTISMS: The Sacrament of Baptism may be scheduled to 
take place on a Saturday at 10am or 11am; or on a Sunday 

following at 11:45am. Parents and at least one 
Godparent are to attend our Enrichment class prior 
to the Baptism. You will need to call the Parish 
Office to register for this class. Godparents must be 
committed, practicing Catholics, over the age of 16, 
and if from another parish, must provide a 

Certificate of Eligibility from their pastor. A Christian of 
another denomination may serve as a Christian Witness 
alongside a Catholic Godparent.  

 MARRIAGE: The Sacrament of Matrimony Mass may be 
celebrated no later than 1pm on Saturdays. 
Couples planning marriage are to contact the Parish 
Office & schedule a meeting with our Pastor no 
later than 6 months in advance of the planned 
wedding date. Couples are to attend a Pre-Cana 

program approved by our Diocese.  

ANOINTING OF THE SICK: Please call the Parish Office at 
any time to request a visit from our Pastor for   
Anointing of the Sick. Communion will be brought to 
the sick and homebound by our Pastor or one of our 
Communion Ministers upon request.

A Prayer for Peace 

 
O Jesus! My Lord and My God! 

I trust in you, O Prince of Peace! 
I pray that you will help all people of  

This world to be united as one with You as 
Our Lord and Savior! Jesus, I trust in You! 
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From your Pastor 
 

The first reading gives us an 
account of how the lepers were treated in 
the Hebrew society. The victim is treated 
as an unclean person and hence has to 
segregate himself. Moreover, she/he has 
to cry out loud saying ‘unclean, unclean’ 
whenever she/he sees a group of people 
coming his/her way. Such was the 
treatment meted out to a leper by the 
Jewish society. However, we read in the 
Gospel today that Jesus did not follow all 
these norms. He sees the leper, is moved 
with compassion and cures him. 

 
In the second reading, Paul calls us 

to imitate Jesus. Imitating Jesus is to 
promote life as in the Gospel passage of 
the day. It means, seeing the world as He 
saw, making choices for the least as He 
made, and acting on the least’s behalf as 
He acted. This act of Imitation of Jesus 
needs to be consistent in every act of ours 
through constant discernment.  

 
As Pope Francis mentions in 

‘Fratelli Tutti’, each day, we have to 
decide whether to be good Samaritans by 
extending ourselves to the others in need 
or to acting as indifferent bystanders, 
doing nothing. Therefore, the invitation 
for us today is to embrace and engage 
with the people in need and act like Jesus 
to promote life.
