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From your Pastor

Grace qualifies the unqualified. This thought
instantly comes to mind when we read this
passage of encounter between the Burning
Bush and Moses. Moses, a frightened fugitive,
while shepherding his flock, encountered God,
the YHWH. God reveals Himself to Moses -
the theophany. God was inviting Moses to take
part in His caring and compassionate mission
of liberating his people. Moses becomes aware
of his own limitations.

God’s call and His promise of accompaniment
encourage Moses to respond affirmatively to
the mission ahead. God calls Moses to enter
into the transcendental holiness. God knows
our hearts. He knows us in our limitedness, yet
He invites us all and fills those dark sides with
His radiant presence.

While the crowd-culture takes over law in their
hands, the Spirit of God is imviting us to
challenge that mighty crowd-culture. Our state
of being might also be like that of Moses. We
will have the same fear as Moses had; we will
be asking the same questions which Moses
asked i.e. “Who am I’ and ‘What am I supposed
to tell people?’. God will be with us. He will
speak through us. Are we ready to remove our
comfort zones and walk in the presence of
Him?

God wants to speak to us, pours out his love for
us, reveals his plans for us and wants to lead us
to our destination for which we are created.
