Today’s readings bring out in a very 
strong way the importance of obeying the 
commands of the Lord. In the first reading, 
we see Philip go to a town in Samaria and 
proclaim Christ there. People paid attention, 
listened to him and saw the miraculous signs.  

The Apostles sent Peter and John to 
them when they heard that the Samaritans had 
accepted the word of God. The second 
reading says, “Always have an answer ready 
when you are called upon to account for your 
hope, but give it simply and with respect.” 
And the Gospel reading speaks of the promise 
of the Helper (the Holy Spirit). And it further 
says, “Whoever keeps my commandments is 
the one who loves me”. 

All three passages point out the aspect 
of joy in the Spirit as an outcome of heeding 
to the commandments of the Lord. In the first 
reading, the commandment of the Lord comes 
in the form of people of Samaria paying close 
attention to Philip’s proclamation of the 
Christ and listening to him. This indicates the 
Samaritans’ obedience to God by obeying 
Philip. 

  Likewise, obedience to the will of 
God is focused on in the second reading, 
though it is not mentioned in an explicit way. 
The commandment of the Lord is presented 
in the form of an invitation to the people to 
have an answer ready and to keep their 
conscience clear. And in the Gospel, the 
message of the Jesus is loud and clear: 
Whoever keeps my commandments is the one 
who loves me. He further promises that He 
would ask the Father to give another Helper 
to be with us forever.
